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LUMINAIRE MOUNTING
1. To prevent electrical shock, disconnect transformer from 
electrical supply before installation or service.
2. Use the mounting bracket of the luminaire to mark the screw 
holes and wire lead hole in the desired location.
3. Insert the two mounting screws and drill a 1/2” hole for the 
lead wire from the luminaire. If mounting on concrete use drill 
and anchors.
4. Insert the lead wire through the 1/2“ hole and place the 
mounting bracket of the luminaire in the desired location.
5. "Hook and Hang" the cover and secure firmly using set 
screw on bottom.
6. When mounting the specialty light on wood surfaces, cover 
the lead wire from the luminaire with ClaroLux’s Dadoed Wood 
Slats (not included).
7. Strip the two leads from luminaire pigtail wire. Using two 
copper crimps/grease tubes or silicone filled safety connectors, 
connect the leads from luminaire to main supply cable.
NOTE: Luminaires are supplied with 25’ of 18-2 cable pigtail for secure 
connection to main cable supply. The wire is to be protected by routing in 
close proximity to luminaire. The wiring should be buried a maximum 
depth of 6” in order to connect to main supply cable.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS - THE LIGHTED LAMP IS HOT!

WARNING: TO REDUCE THE RISK OF FIRE, OR INJURY TO PERSONS:
1) Turn o�/unplug and allow to cool before replacing lamp.
